Journey to Adulthood

We use the nationally renownédurney to Adulthoodrogram. The program is divided
into three sections:
Rite 13for students who will reach their #®irthday within two years of
beginning the program (approximately grades 6 gnd 7
J2A (Journey to Adulthood) for student whave completed two years of Rite 13 or
who are 14 or older in grades 8 or 9;
YAC (Young Adults in Community) for students who haeenpleted J2A or who
usually are in grades 11 and higher.

These programs are designed to provide a liturdraahe for the experience of young people in
our modern culture as they journey through thesdgfiit passages of their lives, to celebrate their
individuality and their creative potential and,dily, to instruct them in the skills necessary for
their adult participation in the Church communitydan society as a whole. In addition, social
and mission activities will be planned for eachugraluring the year.

Usually during the first year of th#2A program, young people experience a weekend “Urban
Adventure” where they explore a major city, hava together and learn a variety of life and
interpersonal skills. The past four Urban Adveesunave been to New York City.

During the second year @R2A, young people in the program generally make a mijibh
pilgrimage. Past pilgrimages have been to Cantgr@athedral in England and to lona Abbey in
Scotland. Pilgrimages have a significant impauctree faith formation of our young people. The
Church contributes 1/3 of the cost of this tripe §oung people raise 1/3 and families pay 1/3.
Scholarships are always available for those wha agglitional financial assistance.

By the time they reach théAC level, these young adults should be fully partitimain the life
and leadership of the church. Typically YAC mensbserve as youth members of the Vestry,
help lead worship and serve in a variety of waysAC members will also be invited to
participate in a mission trip to a foreign country.

Young people in all youth groups are expected tardmrilar in their attendance at worship,
classes and program activities including full mapi@tion in all fund-raising events which help
support all aspects of the youth ministry program
